INTRODUCTION

Le 23 aolt 2023, Mithra Pharmaceuticals SA (la "Société") a recu une souscription (la
"Souscription") de la part de Armistice Capital Master Fund Ltd. (I"Investisseur™), au terme
duquel I'lInvestisseur s'est engagé a souscrire a un 10.000.000 de nouvelles actions (les
"Nouvelles Actions") a un prix d'émission par Nouvelle Action de EUR 2,00 (le "Prix de
Souscription™), pour un prix de souscription total de EUR 20.000.000,00 (prime d'émission
incluse), a émettre par la Société en vertu d'une augmentation de capital en numéraire dans le
cadre du capital autorisé, avec suppression du droit de préférence des actionnaires existants de la
Société et, pour autant que de besoin, des détenteurs actuels de droits de souscription (share
options) et/ou obligations convertibles de la Société, en faveur de I'lnvestisseur, tel que décrit plus
en détail ci-dessous (le "Placement Privé"). Dans le cadre du, et afin de pouvoir procédé au,
Placement Privé, la Société s'est également engagée envers I'Investisseur a émettre (i) 10.000.000
de nouveaux droits de souscription pour des actions de la Société, sur la base d'un ratio d'un
nouveau droit de souscription pour une nouvelle action, ayant une durée de 5 ans, en faveur de
I'Investisseur (les "Warrants"), et (ii) 10.000.000 de nouveaux droits de souscription pour des
actions de la Société, sur la base d'un ratio d'un nouveau droit de souscription pour une nouvelle
action, ayant une durée de 18 mois, en faveur de I'lnvestisseur (les “Investment Options")
(I'émission proposée des Warrants et des Investment Options I""Emission Proposée des Droits
de Souscription”, et collectivement avec le Placement Privé, 1"'Opération").

Avant obtention de la Souscription, les Nouvelles Actions ont été offertes par H.C.
WAINWRIGHT & CO., LLC (I"'Agent de Placement") via un placement privé, par le biais
d'une procédure de constitution d'un livre d'ordres (sur une base confidentielle) auprés d'un large
groupe d'investisseurs institutionnels, qualifiés, professionnels et/ou autres (y compris, sous
réserve des lois, régles et reglements de droit financier applicables, des personnes physiques)
comprenant, aux Etats-Unis d'’Amérique (les "Etats-Unis"), un nombre limité d'investisseurs
institutionnels qui ont déclaré d'étre (i) des "investisseurs accrédités" institutionnels (Institutional
accredited investors)" au sens du Rule 501(a) du U.S. Securities Act de 1933, tel que modifié (le
"Securities Act"), ou des "Acheteurs Institutionnels Qualifiés (Qualified Institutional Buyers)"
("QIBs"™) au sens du Rule 144A du Securities Act, et (ii) des "comptes institutionnels
(institutional accounts)" au sens du Rule 4512(c) adoptée par le Financial Industry Regulatory
Authority, en vertu de I'exemption d'enregistrement prévue par la Section 4(a)(2) du Securities
Act.

Pour les besoins de I'Opération, le présent rapport a été préparé par le conseil d'administration de
la Société, conformément a l'article 7:198 juncto les articles 7:179, 7:191 et 7:193 du Code des
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sociétés et des associations du 23 mars 2019 (tel que modifié de temps a autre) (le "Code des
Sociétés et des Associations™), en rapport avec la proposition du conseil d'administration, dans le
cadre du capital autorisé, daugmenter le capital de la Société d'un montant de EUR
20.000.000,00 (prime d'émission incluse) en numeéraire, par I'émission de 10.000.000 Nouvelles
Actions au Prix de Souscription et de supprimer, dans l'intérét de la Société, le droit de préférence
des actionnaires existants de la Société et, pour autant que de besoin, des détenteurs actuels de
droits de souscription (share options) et/ou obligations convertibles de la Société, en faveur de
I'Investisseur.

Conformément a l'article 7:198 juncto l'article 7:179 du Code des Sociétés et des Associations, le
conseil d'administration fournit dans ce rapport une justification de I'Opération proposée, avec
notamment une justification du Prix de Souscription proposé, et une description des conségquences
de I'Opération proposée pour les droits patrimoniaux et les droits sociaux des actionnaires de la
Société.

Conformément a l'article 7:198 juncto l'article 7:191 du Code des Sociétés et des Associations, le
conseil d'administration fournit également dans ce rapport une justification de la proposition de
supprimer, dans l'intérét de la Société, le droit de préférence des actionnaires existants de la
Société et, pour autant que de besoin, des détenteurs actuels de droits de souscription (share
options) et/ou obligations convertibles de la Société en relation avec l'augmentation de capital
proposée dans le cadre de I'Opération et une description des conséquences de celle-ci pour les
droits patrimoniaux et les droits sociaux des actionnaires.

Conformément a l'article 7:198 juncto l'article 7:193 du Code des Sociétés et des Associations, la
justification de I'Opération proposée et du Prix de Souscription prend en compte en particulier la
situation financiere de la Société, I'identité de I'Investisseur, ainsi que la nature et I'importance de
I'apport de I'Investisseur.

Ce présent rapport doit étre lu conjointement avec le rapport préparé conformément a l'article
7:198 juncto les articles 7:179, 7:191 et 7:193 du Code des Sociétés et des Associations par le
commissaire de la Société, BDO Réviseurs d'entreprises SRL, une société a responsabilité
limitée, ayant son siége a Rue Waucomont 51, 4651, Battice, Belgique, représentée par Monsieur
Christophe Pelzer.

CAPITAL AUTORISE
En général

En vertu de la décision de I'assemblée générale extraordinaire des actionnaires de la Société tenue
le 21 octobre 2022, telle que publiée par extrait aux Annexes du Moniteur belge du 26 octobre
2022, sous le numéro 22368805, le conseil d'administration de la Société a regu certains pouvoirs
dans le cadre du capital autorisé afin d'augmenter le capital de la Société dans le cadre du capital
autorisé. Les pouvoirs dans le cadre du capital autorisé ont été décrits a I'article 7 des statuts de la
Société.

Dans le cadre de cette autorisation octroyée par I'assemblée générale des actionnaires, le conseil
d'administration a été autorisé a augmenter, en une ou plusieurs fois, le capital dans les limites
fixées par la loi, notamment en émettant des obligations convertibles et des droits de souscription,
aconcurrence d'un montant maximal de EUR 39.187.430,09 (primes d'émissions exclues, le cas
échéant). Le conseil d'administration est expressément autorisé a utiliser cette autorisation pour
les opérations suivantes :
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e Les augmentations de capital ou les émissions d'obligations convertibles ou de droits de
souscription a l'occasion desquelles le droit de préférence des actionnaires est limité ou
supprimé.

e Les augmentations de capital ou les émissions d'obligations convertibles a l'occasion
desquelles le droit de préférence des actionnaires et limité ou supprimé en faveur d'une ou
plusieurs personnes déterminées, autres que les membres du personnel de la société ou de ses
filiales.

e Les augmentations de capital effectuées par incorporation de réserves.

Les augmentations de capital qui peuvent étre décidées, conformément a cette autorisation,
peuvent revétir toute forme quelconque, notamment des apports en numéraire ou en nature, avec
ou sans prime d'émission, ainsi que par incorporation de réserves et /ou de primes d'émission
et/ou de bénéfices reportés, dans les limites permises par la loi.

L'autorisation susmentionnée est valable pour une période de cing (5) ans a dater de lapublication
de la décision pertinente de I'assemblée générale extraordinaire des actionnaires aux Annexes du
Moniteur belge, c'est-a-dire a partir du 21 octobre 2022 et jusqu'au 21 octobre 2027.

Montant disponible dans le cadre du capital autorisé

Jusqu'a présent, le conseil d'administration a fait usage de ses pouvoirs en vertu du capital
autorisé (octroyé en date du 21 octobre 2022) (i) le 25 mai 2023 par I'émission de 1.136.364
nouvelles actions pour un montant total de 831.927,72 (prime d'émission exclue), et (ii) le 21
juin 2023 pour un montant de maximum 19.000.000,00 (prime d'émission exclue). Par
conséquent, en vertu de cette autorisation, le conseil d'administration est encore au moins autorisé
a augmenter le capital de la Société pour un montant total de EUR 19.355.502,37 (prime
d'émission exclue, le cas échéant).

OPERATION PROPOSEE
Contexte

Compte tenu de la situation financiére et des besoins de trésorerie de la Société, le conseil
d'administration a autorisé I'Agent de Placement a contacter, sur une base confidentielle, un large
groupe d'investisseurs, institutionnels, qualifiés, professionnels et/ou autres belges et étrangers
(comme indiqué a la section 1 ci-dessus), afin de déterminer s'ils étaient disposés a participer a
une éventuelle augmentation de capital de la Société via un placement privé. Dans ce cadre
confidentiel, I'Agent de Placement a contacté des investisseurs potentiels, et organisé une
procédure de constitution d'un livre d'ordres confidentielle sur base duquel I'Agentde Placementa
pu déterminer les investisseurs potentiels intéressés, le nombre d'actions qui pourraient étre
souscrit par les investisseurs potentiels, et le prix de souscription des actions.

Sur cette base, le management de la Société a obtenu et accepté une souscription par I'lInvestisseur
pour un nombre total de 10.000.000 de Nouvelles Actions a un Prix de Souscription de EUR 2,00
par Nouvelle Action, soit EUR 20.000.000 au total. Cette allocation finale a I'Investisseur été
faite sur la base de critéres objectifs. De plus, afin de procéder au Placement Privé, I'Investisseur a
requis de la Société qu'elle s'engage envers I'Investisseur a émettre (i) 10.000.000 de Warrants et
(ii) 10.000.000 d'Investment Options.

Enfin, avant de pouvoir procéder a I'Opération, la Société était tenue d'obtenir certains
consentements et certaines renonciations par rapport aux termes et modalités de I'Opération de la
part de fonds gérés par Highbridge Capital Management, LLC (collectivement, "Highbridge") et
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de fonds gérés par Whitebox Advisors LLC (collectivement, "Whitebox", et conjointement avec
Highbridge, chacun un "Préteur" et ensemble les "Préteurs™), avec lesquels la Société a conclu
(i) la convention de préts convertibles seniors modifiée et reformulée (Amended and Restated
Senior Secured Convertible Facilities Agreement) (telles qu'ajustées ou modifiées de temps a
autre), datée du 20 juin 2023, avec également Kroll Agency Services Limited et Kroll Trustee
Services Limited (la "Convention de Préts Convertibles"), et (ii) la convention de conversion
modifiée et reformulée (Amended and Restated Conversion Agreement) (telles qu'ajustées ou
modifiées de temps a autre), datée du 20 juin 2023, avec également Kroll Agency Services
Limited (la "Convention de Conversion" et avec la Convention de Préts Convertibles, les
"Conventions de Financement"). Entre autres conditions a l'obtention de leur consentement, les
Préteurs ont requis la signature d'une lettre de consentement, en vertu de laquelle les Conventions
de Financement sont modifiées (I"'Amendement"). Ces modifications des Conventions de

L'Investisseur est un investisseur institutionnel, désireux de rejoindre la structure actionnariale de
la Société et d'apporter un soutien financier.

Les détails finaux de I'Opération et la Souscription ont été documentés dans un contrat de
souscription (subscription agreement) et ont été annoncés par la Société par communiqué de
presse le 24 ao(t 2023.

Structure de I'Opération

Comme décrita la section 3.1 ci-dessus et a la section 3.3 ci-dessous, au terme de la Souscription,
I'Investisseur a accepté de souscrire a un total de 10.000.000 de Nouvelles Actions a un Prix de
Souscription de EUR 2,00 par Nouvelle Action ou de EUR 20.000.000 au total (prime d'émission
incluse).

Conformément a l'article 7 des Statuts de la Société, les Nouvelles Actions seront émises par la
Société en vertu d'une augmentation de capital en numéraire dans le cadre du capital autorisé,
avec suppression du droit de préférence des actionnaires existants de la Société et, pour autant
que de besoin, des détenteurs actuels de droits de souscription (share options) et/ou obligations
convertibles de la Société, en faveur de I'Investisseur.

Les Nouvelles Actions seront souscrites par I'Investisseur. L'augmentation de capital et la
souscription des Nouvelles Actions auront lieu le ou aux alentours du 28 ao(t 2023.

Afin de pouvoir procéder au Placement Privé, la Société s'est engagée envers I'Investisseur a
émettre, en faveur de I'Investisseur, (i) 10.000.000 de Warrants et (ii) 10.000.000 d'Investment
Options.

Enfin, comme requis par les Conventions de Financement, en vertu du I'Amendement, la Société
a obtenu certains consentements et certaines renonciations des Préteurs par rapport aux termes et
modalités de I'Opération, moyennant la Modification des Conventions de Financement. La
Modification des Conventions de Financement est plus amplement décrite a la section 3.8 ci-
dessous.
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Suppression du droit de préférence des actionnaires existants

Dans le cadre de I'Opération envisagée, le conseil d'administration propose de supprimer le droit
de préférence des actionnaires existants de la Société et, pour autant que de besoin, des détenteurs
actuels de droits de souscription (share options) et/ou obligations convertibles de la Société,
conformément a l'article 7:198 juncto l'article 7:193 du Code des Sociétés et des Associations, en
faveur de I'Investisseur.

L'Investisseur ne fait pas partie des membres du personnel de la Société au sens de l'article 1 :27
du Code des Sociétés et Associations.

La suppression du droit de préférence des actionnaires existants et, pour autant que de besoin, des
détenteurs actuels de droits de souscription (share options) et/ou obligations convertibles de la
Société, permet a la Société de placer les Nouvelles Actions auprés de I'lnvestisseur
conformément aux conditions et modalités de la Souscription.

Prix de Souscription

Le Prix de Souscription de EUR 2,00 par Nouvelle Action, ou un total de EUR 20.000.000 pour
toutes les Nouvelles Actions, a été déterminé par le conseil d'administration, en consultation avec
I'Agent de Placement, suite & la procédure de constitution d'un livre d'ordres confidentielle
organisée par I'Agent de Placement et des discussions avec des investisseurs, sur la base du
Placement Privé décrit a la section 3.1. Le Prix de Souscription refléte une décote de 17% par
rapport au cours de cléture des actions existantes de la Société sur le marché réglementé
d'Euronext Brussels le 23 ao(t 2023 (soit EUR 2,41).

Le Prix de Souscription sera comptabilisé en tant que capital. Toutefois, le montant par lequel le
Prix de Souscription excéde le pair comptable des actions existantes de la Société (c'est-a-dire, a
la date du présent rapport, arrondi 8 EUR 0,7321) sera comptabilisé en tant que prime d'émission.
Cette prime d'émission sera comptabilisée au passif du bilan de la Société dans ses capitaux
propres.

Modification des Conventions de Financement

JUSTIFICATION DE L'OPERATION PROPOSEE

Le conseil d'administration estime que I'Opération est dans l'intérét de la Société car, si
complétée, I'Opération permettra a la Société de renforcer son bilan, d'améliorer sa position de
trésorerie et d'optimiser de maniére proactive sa structure financiere. Les activités de la Société
nécessitent d'importants capitaux et requiérent un financement supplémentaire.

Notamment, la Société a I'intention d'utiliser le produit net de I'Opération principalement pour
soutenir les dépenses liées a (i) Donesta® (en particulier, le soutien du dép6t de la demande de
nouveau médicament (New Drug Application — NDA) auprés de la Food and Drug
Administration (FDA) des Etats-Unis et l'organisation d'études cliniques de Phase 2
supplémentaires pour soutenir la différenciation pour le traitement des symptdmes de la
ménopause liés aux cheveux, a la peau et au désir sexuel), (ii) Estetrol® (en particulier, pour
explorer de nouvelles indications dans le domaine de la santé féminine (par ex. en ce qui
concerne I'implantation de la fécondation in vitro (IVF) et des études cliniques exploratoires sur
I'épaississement de I'endomeétre) et I'organisation de nouvelles études cliniques pharmaco
économiques de Phase 2 et de Phase 4 pour établir la sécurité de I'E4 (Estelle®/Donesta®) dans
le cancer du sein et la coagulation sanguine), (iii) Zoreline® (en particulier, I'organisation
d'études de formulation a 1 mois et a 3 mois), et (iv) les objectifs généraux de la Société. Cette
utilisation du produit net de I'Opération représente les intentions de la Société sur la base de ses
plans et de ses conditions commerciales actuels, qui pourraient changer a I'avenir en fonction de
I'évolution de ses plans et de ses conditions commerciales.

L'Opération proposée peut en outre permettre a la Société de renforcer davantage son image
aupres des investisseurs, tant au niveau national qu'international, ce qui peut étre dans l'intérétdu
développement des activités de la Société et de toutes futures opérations sur les marchés
financiers.

de change publié par la Banque centrale européenne le 19 juin 2023), I'exploration des options
potentielles qui permettraient & la Société de maximiser la valeur de son installation CDMO, etun
accord de licence pour les droits de commercialisation de Donesta® aux Etats-Unis. La Société
pourrait également envisager de vendre d’autres actifs, si et quand 1’occasion se présente.

Le conseil d'administration note également que I'Emission Proposée des Droits de Souscription
est une condition sans laquelle le Placement Privé n'aurait pas pu étre réalisé. L'Emission
Proposée des Droits de Souscription permet potentiellement de limiter la décote qui aurait
autrement été appliquée au Placement Privé. Le conseil d'administration est conscient que
I'émission des Warrants et Investment Options peut entrainer une dilution supplémentaire pour les



actionnaires. Toutefois, la dilution dépendra de I'exercice effectif des Warrants et/ou Investment
Options. En tout état de cause, cette dilution ne I'emporte pas sur un scénario dans lequel la
Société ne serait plus en mesure de financer la poursuite de ses activités et de son développement.

En ce qui concerne la Modification des Conventions de Financement, le conseil d'administration
est conscient que celle-ci entrainerait une dilution accrue pour les actionnaires et une
augmentation des codts associés a la facilité pour la Société.

Le conseil d'administration releve enfin que d'autres sources de financement pour renforcer la
trésorerie de la Société ont été considérées, telles que, entre autres, un offre publique ou une
procédure accélérée de constitution d'un livre d'ordres via un placement privé lancé publiqguement
aupres d'un large groupe d'investisseurs professionnels, institutionnels et qualifiés. Cependant, de
tels financements n'étaient pas disponibles actuellement ou a des conditions jugées acceptables
pour la Société. Si la Société n'était pas capable de lever des fonds additionnels pour étendre son
fond de roulement, la Société devrait céder certains de ses actifs ou mettre en ceuvre d'autres
mesures afin d'assurer la continuité de son exploitation.

JUSTIFICATION DU PRIX DE SOUSCRIPTION

Le Prix de Souscription de EUR 2,00 par Nouvelle Action (représentant le capital de la Société
pour le montant égal au pair comptable et la prime d'émission pour ce qui excederait le pair
comptable) a été déterminé par le conseil d'administration en consultation avec I'Agent de
Placement, sur la base, inter alia, des résultats de la procédure de constitution d'un livre d'ordres
confidentielle susmentionnée qui a été organisée par I'Agent de Placement et des discussions avec
I'Investisseur. Durant ce processus, des investisseurs intéressés pouvaient indiquer a I'Agent de
Placement leur intérét de souscrire aux nouvelles actions de la Société, ainsi que le nombre de
nouvelles actions et le prix d'émission auquel ils étaient préts a souscrire des nouvelles actions.
L'allocation finale a I'lnvestisseur a été faite sur la base de critéres objectifs. Cette procédure de
constitution d'un livre d'ordres constitue donc, de I'avis du conseil d'administration, une méthode
juste et objective sur base de laquelle un prix d'émission justifié peut étre déterminé a travers un
processus concurrentiel et sans lien de dépendance avec les investisseurs concernés.

Le Prix de Souscription final de EUR 2,00 représente une décote de 17% par rapport au cours de
cléture des actions existantes de la Société sur le marché réglementé d'Euronext Brussels le 23
ao(t 2023 (soit EUR 2,41). Cette décote refléte, entre autres, une compensation pour la liquidité
limitée des actions de la Société, nonobstant la négociation des actions de la Société sur Euronext
Brussels.

La suppression du droit de préférence des actionnaires existants et, pour autant que de besoin, des
détenteurs actuels de droits de souscription (share options) et/ou obligations convertibles, a
permis a la Société d'offrir les Nouvelles Actions auprés I'Investisseur et permettra que
les Nouvelles Actions peuvent-étre souscrite par I'Investisseur conformément a sa Souscription.

Premiérement, cela permet a la Société de lever des fonds au moyen d'un processus accéléré afin
de financer davantage ses activités, comme indiqué aux sections 4 et 5.

Deuxiémement, le conseil d'administration note également que d'autres sources de financement
pour renforcer la trésorerie de la Société ont été considérées, telles que, entre autres, un offre
publique (voir aussi ci-dessous) ou une procédure accélérée de constitution d'un livre d'ordres via
un placement privé lancé publiquement aupres d'un large groupe d'investisseurs professionnels,
institutionnels et qualifiés.

Pour toutes les raisons ci-dessus, le conseil d'administration est d'avis que l'augmentation de
capital envisagée, méme avec la suppression du droit de préférence en faveur de I'lnvestisseur et
nonobstant la dilution qui en découle pour les actionnaires et, le cas échéant, les détenteurs de
droits de souscription (share options) et/ou obligations convertibles, est dans I'intérét aussi bien
de la Société que des actionnaires existants, des détenteurs actuels de droits de souscription
(share options) et/ou obligations convertibles, et des autres parties prenantes, vu que cela

permettra a la Société d'attirer rapidement des nouveaux fonds nécessaires pour financer ses
activités et assurer la continuité de son exploitation pour les prochains mois.

Delivery Date) for each Trading Day after such Warrant Share Delivery Date until such Shares
underlying the Warrants are delivered or Holder rescinds such exercise. As used herein,
"Standard Settlement Period" means the standard settlement period, expressed in a number
of Trading Days (but not less than two (2) Trading Days), on the Company’s primary trading
market with respect to the Shares as in effect on the date of delivery of the Exercise Notice.

5.7.Form of the Shares: The Shares to be delivered upon the exercise of the Warrants shall be
delivered in dematerialised form in accordance with the delivery instructions set out in the
Exercise Notice or, in the absence of such instructions, in registered form. In case of delivery
in dematerialised form, it shall be sufficient that the relevant Demat006 Form shall have been
duly and validly completed and submitted by the Company with Euroclear, in accordance with
delivery instructions set out in the Exercise Notice, by 06:00 p.m. (Belgian time) (18:00 hours)
on the Delivery Date, for delivery of the relevant Shares. Due and valid completion and
submission of the Demat006 Form in accordance with delivery instructions so given shall
qualify as settlement of the delivery of the relevant Shares. The Company shall not be
responsible for the subsequent actions of Euroclear or other custodians required to credit the
relevant Shares on the securities account(s) of the Holder, and the provisions of sections 5.8
shall not apply in the event of a due and valid completion and submission of the Demat006
Form as aforementioned in accordance with delivery instructions given to the Company as
aforementioned. Without prejudice to the foregoing, the Company shall use reasonable efforts
to assist the Holder in enabling Euroclear or other custodians to credit the relevant Shares on
the securities account of the Holder.

5.8. Compensation for Buy-In: In addition to any other rights available to the Holder of Warrants,
